• Provide piano accompaniment for choir music during 1-hour Sunday worship service, 
plus half-hour warm-up, September through May. Occasional availability to accompany 
choir at an additional Sunday worship service or an evening worship service. Music 
selections will be provided by the Director of Music. 

• Read and understand employee handbook.
